PAVE Pedal Power
Competition
PAVE is happy to introduce the Future Spark pedal power trailer to Emerald this year.

About Future Spark

The Future Spark trailer is set up with twelve power-generating bikes, 6 on each side of the trailer, which create green energy. The energy is generated as the bikes are pedalled and then fed back into the mains power supply.

There are 2 monitors within view of the bikes. One displays a graph of 12 bars, to individually match each of the 12 bikes. Each bar depicts the power output for each bike in watts. At the bottom of this monitor, a total generated energy score (in Watt.hrs) is shown for each half of the trailer (6 bikes on the left and 6 bikes on the right). 

The other monitor has 2 graphs - one for each side of the trailer, showing in real time:

1. the power being used (when an appliance is in use - such as a microwave to cook some popcorn, a kettle or hairdryer)

2. the power being generated (by the 6 bikes on each side). When the graphics show the power being used by that appliance. 

We will be hosting the Future Spark trailer at the GetPAVED event on Saturday 10th April at Worrell Reserve to provide an alternative power source for the bands.
About the Competition

We would like to invite groups to take part in this event. The trailer will be available for 1/2 hour timeslots for groups of 6 people. Two groups will be pedalling on either side of the trailer for the full 1/2 hour. At the end of the day, the group to have generated the most power will win a cash prize of $200 to be used by their organisation.
Teams can be made up of individuals representing themselves or an organisation, club, school or community group. The prize can be split between individuals or contributed to their represented group.
The competition will be run at GetPAVED and will be supervised and conducted on the day by a PAVE volunteer and a Future Spark attendant.
